After that I planned to 
do a midwifery 
course as I had 
heard that it might be 
a useful skill in a third 
world country. How-
ever, God had other 
plans as on the way 
to the course in 
Rockhampton I rolled 
my car seven times. I 
walked away from 
the wreck relatively 
uninjured and went 
back to Bible College 
minus my pretty yel-
low car.  

I hadn’t planned to 
graduate but, fortu-
nately God knew 

I enrolled at Sydney 
Bible Baptist College 
half way through 
2004. I quickly 
learned that I knew 
nothing at all. I also 
started attending 
L i b e r t y  B a p t i s t 
Church where I 
learned how to wit-
ness to others under 
the direction of Pas-
tor Keith Piper. 

I  became aware that 
even I could easily 
share the gospel to 
people overseas and 
could do a lot more 
than just nursing on 
the mission field. I 
decided to extend my 
studies at college to 

what I needed and 
the extra eighteen 
months have been a 
great blessing. SBBC 
has taught me doc-
trines of the Bible, 
how to understand 
the Bible and how to 
apply it to my life. It 
has been invaluable 
to me. I will never 
forget the lecturers, 
lessons and debates. 

For the future I am 
still awaiting God’s 
instruction. I have 
learnt not to limit God 
(most of the time), 
and am ready for the 
next step. I know He 
will lead me in the 
right direction. 
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I started to do part 
time courses at Syd-
ney Bible Baptist Col-
lege in 2001.

Then I would like to 
go back to Ecuador 
to work in an orphan-
age for abandoned 
children, under the 
ministry of an Ameri-
can Baptist mission-
ary in Quito.  
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From my childhood, I 
had a dream of join-
ing the Army. As I got 
older, I joined the 
Australian Army Ca-
dets, and rose to the 
rank of Company Sgt. 
Major. It seemed my 
life’s course was set. 
God though, had 
other plans. When 
discussing my plans 
with Pastor Keith 
Piper one day He said 
to me something like, 
“Anthony, anyone can 
be a soldier and shoot 
people. Why don’t 
you consider going to 
Bible college and 
serving God?”  I de-
cided I would follow 

his advice, and as I 
can see now, the 
leading of God. So 
instead of joining the  
Army, I enlisted in 
Sydney Bible Baptist 
College. My time in 
college was some of 
the most profitable 
time I spent in my 
life.

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When I was in year 
nine at school I sur-
rendered to go to 
Bible College. How-
ever, when I finished 
high school I got 
distracted and it was-
n’t until 2004 that 
God impressed upon 
me my need to go to 
Bible College.  I de-
sired to teach chil-
dren about God’s 
word, but found that I 
didn’t know as much 
about the Bible as I 
wanted to.  I knew 
what I believed but I 
didn’t know why I 
believed it.  I finally 
enrolled at SBBC in 
2005. 
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I’ve learned a great 
deal in my three 
years at Sydney 
Bible Baptist College.  
I have undergone 
many trials and 
testings and the les-
sons I have learned 
have not just been 
academic.  There 
was many a time that 
I thought I would not 
be able to graduate 
but thankfully God 
was on my side.
